2008-2009 RESIDENCE HALL SUITE
SELECTION GUIDELINES

A. Overview

Prior to the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process the Office of Residence Life and Housing will
conduct a Suite Selection Process for groups of eligible residents who would like to live in a
residence hall suite for the 2008-2009 academic year. Application for suites takes place on an
annual basis and suites are awarded for one academic year only, based on overall group
seniority.

There are a total of 14 suites available - one male and three female 8-person suites (suite
bathroom, common room and four double rooms in each) in Linsley Hall, three male and five
female 6-person suites (suite bathroom, common room and three double rooms in each) in
Linsley Hall, and one female and one male 6-person suites (common room, two double rooms
and two single rooms T no suite bathroom) in Horace Mann Hall.

B. 2008-2009 Suite Selection Eligibility

Eligible students may apply as a member of one suite group only. To be eligible to participate in

the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process you must:

U Be a current resident student who moved into the residence halls prior to
March 14, 2008.

i Have paid a $150 non-refundable, non-transferable Housing Reservation Deposit and
that deposit must have been confirmed as received by the Student Accounts Office in
Dwight Hall by not later than 4:.00 p.m. on Friday March 14, 2008. Deposits mailed
should be postmarked by March 7, 2008. Use of delivery confirmation service is

recommended.

U Have your student account in good financial standing (zero balance or approved

arrangement with Student Accounts).
U Not be on Disciplinary Warning, Disciplinary Probation or Residential Review status.

Students currently on Disciplinary Warning, Disciplinary Probation or Residential Review

status may neither select nor live in a residence hall suite.
U  Apply as a member of one suite group only.

NOTE: Current residents who do not meet all of the above requirements on time will
change to commuter status for the 2008-2009 academic year.

C. Maintaining Eligibility for On-Campus Housing
To maintain your housing on campus housing you must:
U Remain a full time student (minimum 3 courses) in good academic standing.

U Register, or attempt to register, for a full course load of undergraduate classes for Fall
2008 (prior to the end of the Spring 2008 Semester) and Spring 2009 (prior to end of the

Fall 2008 Semester). Participate in Registration.

U Maintain your student account in good standing and pay all bills on time. Students who
do not maintain their account in good standing can lose classes and housing prior to the

Fall 2008 semester. Students in this situation need to reapply for housing through the

wait list.
U Sign the Residence Hall License Agreement prior to taking occupancy.
U Abide by all terms of the Residence Hall License Agreement.
U Be a matriculated full time undergraduate student in good academic standing.

It is important to maintain eligibility. Failure to maintain eligibility will result in loss of on-campus

housing.

D. To apply to live in a suite, follow these steps:

1. Complete a Residence Hall Suite Application. The application is available on the
Residence Life and Housing page on the FSC website
( http://www.framingham.edu/studentaffairs/selection_info.htm ).

2. You must fill the suite to capacity with 6 or 8 eligible students who meet all eligibility
requirements.

3. Anindividual can apply as part of one suite group only. Individuals on more than one
application may be disqualified from all applications submitted.

4. Return the attached application to the Office of Residence Life and Judicial Affairs by
not later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, March 28, 2008.

5. Each group should identify a Communication Coordinator who will agree to relay
information and process information requests from the Office to individual group

members.
6. All applicants will be notified if they have been awarded a suite by Wednesday,
April 2, 2008 viae-ma i | t o e @&onmurjcatioruGodrdnator. E-mails will be

directed to FSC campus e-mail accounts only.
7. Once awarded a suite participation in room selection is complete. Members of the
suite may not participate in subsequent sections of the Room Selection Process.
8. Have a contingency plan. There are 14 suites available. If you are not awarded a
suite please be ready to participate in the Room Selection Process.

E. Additional Suitemates
After the Suite Application Process, additional suitemates are assigned to open suite spaces
through the Room Selection and/or Room Assignment Process.

E. How Suites Are Awarded

Each application will be reviewed to insure that eligible individuals are listed. Any ineligible
individual listed on an application will be disqualified. Points are awarded for seniority based on
the priority level scale used in the Room Selection Process:

Most Seniority
Priority Level 1 (24 courses and above) - 4 points
Priority Level 2 (16 7 23 courses) - 3 points
Priority Level 3 (81 15 courses) - 2 points
Priority Level 4 (less than 8 courses) - 1 point
Least Seniority

Thus, as an example, a group of 6 seniors (Priority Level 1) applying for a 6-person suite would
be awarded 24 points (6 seniors x 4 points each). In this example, this group would be awarded
a suite before a group of 4 seniors (priority level 1) and 2 juniors (priority level 2), who would be
awarded 22 points (4 seniors x 4 points each, + 2 juniors x 3 points each) .

In the case an individual listed on the application is disqualified the groups point total would be
reduced to reflect the disqualification. Full groups receive priority over partial groups, regardless
of point totals. In the case of a tie, a lottery draw will determine which group will be awarded a
suite.

G. Picking An Actual Suite and Roommate Configuration

A list of available suites is printed on the back of the application form. There are 14 available
suites. You will be asked to rank order your preference of suite. As groups are awarded suites
they will be assigned to their highest available preference.

In addition to suite preference groups need to designate roommate pairs on the application form.
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H. Residence Hall Suite Policies

The following policies apply to residence hall suites:

1. Students are responsible for cleaning and maintaining suites according to health and
safety standards prescribed by the College.

2. Maintainer Staff does not provide cleaning service to occupied suites.

3. Residence Life Staff will enter and inspect suites for health and safety concerns and
College policy compliance at least once a day. Suite residents will be notified of health and
safety concerns and required corrective action, and/or policy-related concerns identified
during inspection rounds.

4. Students who repeatedly fail to maintain suites, or who are found responsible for alcohol,
drug, fire safety, or other serious violations of College policy, will be subject to disciplinary
action, including immediate removal from the suites, and/or removal from
on-campus housing.

5. The number of people present in a suite at any given time may not exceed twice the
capacity of the suite (e.g. 6 person suites are limited to a maximum of 12 people present
at any given time). This policy is in place for fire safety purposes. Suite members are
expected to communicate with one another and plan and coordinate their guests and
visitors accordingly.

I. Residence Hall License Agreement
Suite residents will be required to complete the 2008-2009 Residence Hall License Agreement
prior to taking occupancy.

J. Vacation Periods
All residence halls officially close for Thanksgiving, Winter Break and Spring Break.

K. Costs

Suites cost more than traditional residence hall rooms. 2008-2009 rates will be set through the
Coll egebs budget i spgng.pPlease essalt Student Aacountdtfar a
comparison of 2007-2008 suite costs. Their web site address is:
http://www.framingham.edu/student accounts.htm . Costs for the Horace Mann Suite will be less
than the Linsely Suites because the Horace Mann Suite does not contain a private bathroom.
Design single rooms within suites are subject to single room premium charges.
